Telling the Story

2 Corinthians 13:14 The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ and the love of God and the fellowship
of the Holy Spirit be with you all.

Colossians 1:15-17 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstoorn of all creation. For by
Him all things were created, in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or
dominions or rulers or authorities—all things were created through Him and for Him. And He
is before all things, and in Him all things hold together.

Ephesians 1:3-4 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us
in Christ with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places, even as He chose us in Him
before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and blameless before Him.

Psalm 148:1-5 Praise the Lord! Praise the Lord from the heavens; praise Him in the heights!
Praise Him, all His angels; praise Him, all His hosts! Praise Him, sun and moon, praise Him, all
you shining stars! Praise Him, you highest heavens, and you waters above the heavens! Let
them praise the name of the Lord! For He commanded and they were created.

Job 38:4-7 "Where were you when | laid the foundation of the earth? Tell Me, if you have
understanding. Who determined its measurements—surely you know! Or who stretched the
line upon it? On what were its bases sunk, or who laid its cornerstone, when the morning stars
sang together and all the sons of God shouted for joy?”

Genesis 1:26-27 Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, after Our likeness. And let
them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and over the
livestock and over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.” So
God created man in His own image, in the image of God He created him; male and female
He created them.

Genesis 3:1-5 Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of the field that the Lord
God had made. He said to the woman, “Did God actually say, "You shall not eat of any tree in
the garden’?” And the woman said to the serpent, “We may eat of the fruit of the trees in the
garden, but God said, ‘You shall not eat of the fruit of the tree that is in the midst of the
garden, neither shall you touch it, lest you die.” ” But the serpent said to the woman, “You will
not surely die. For God knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will
be like God, knowing good and evil.”

Revelation 12:9 And the great dragon was thrown down, that ancient serpent, who is called
the devil and Satan, the deceiver of the whole world—he was thrown down to the earth, and
his angels were thrown down with him.



John 8:44 You are of your father the devil, and your will is to do your father’s desires. He was a
murderer from the beginning, and does not stand in the truth, because there is no truth in
him. When he lies, he speaks out of his own character, for he is a liar and the father of lies.

1 John 3:8 Whoever makes a practice of sinning is of the devil, for the devil has been sinning
from the beginning. The reason the Son of God appeared was to destroy the works of the
devil.

Genesis 3:15-19 "l will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring
and her offspring; He shall bruise your head, and you shall bruise His heel.” To the woman He
said, “I will surely multiply your pain in childbearing; in pain you shall bring forth children. Your
desire shall be contrary to your husband, but he shall rule over you.” And to Adam He said,
“Because you have listened to the voice of your wife and have eaten of the tree of which |
commanded you, ‘You shall not eat of it," cursed is the ground because of you; in pain you
shall eat of it all the days of your life; thorns and thistles it shall bring forth for you; and you
shall eat the plants of the field. By the sweat of your face you shall eat bread, till you return to
the ground, for out of it you were taken; for you are dust, and to dust you shall return.”

Jesus:

1 John 3:5-8 You know that He appeared in order to take away sins, and in Him there is no
sin. No one who abides in Him keeps on sinning; no one who keeps on sinning has either
seen Him or known Him. Little children, let no one deceive you. Whoever practices
righteousness is righteous, as He is righteous. Whoever makes a practice of sinning is of the
devil, for the devil has been sinning from the beginning. The reason the Son of God appeared
was to destroy the works of the devil.

Ecclesiastes 7:20 Surely there is not a righteous man on earth who does good and never sins.

Romans 3:23-24 For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, and are justified by His
grace as a gift, through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus

Romans 6:20-23 For when you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness.
But what fruit were you getting at that time from the things of which you are now ashamed?
For the end of those things is death. But now that you have been set free from sin and have
become slaves of God, the fruit you get leads to sanctification and its end, eternal life. For the
wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

1 John 3:4 Everyone who makes a practice of sinning also practices lawlessness; sin is
lawlessness.

Romans 4:15 For the law brings wrath, but where there is no law there is no transgression.

John 6:63 It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh is no help at all. The words that | have spoken
to you are spirit and life.



Acts 10:34-38 So Peter opened his mouth and said: “Truly | understand that God shows no
partiality, but in every nation anyone who fears Him and does what is right is acceptable to
Him. As for the word that He sent to Israel, preaching good news of peace through Jesus
Christ (He is Lord of all), you yourselves know what happened throughout all Judea,
beginning from Galilee after the baptism that John proclaimed: how God anointed Jesus of
Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power. He went about doing good and healing all who
were oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him.”

John 15:26 “But when the Helper comes, whom | will send to you from the Father, the Spirit
of truth, who proceeds from the Father, he will bear witness about me.

John 20:19-23 On the evening of that day, the first day of the week, the doors being locked
where the disciples were for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and said to
them, “Peace be with you.” When He had said this, He showed them His hands and His side.
Then the disciples were glad when they saw the Lord. Jesus said to them again, “Peace be
with you. As the Father has sent Me, even so | am sending you.” And when He had said this,
He breathed on them and said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the sins of any,
they are forgiven them; if you withhold forgiveness from any, it is withheld.”

Acts 5:27-32 And when they had brought them, they set them before the council. And the
high priest questioned them, saying, “We strictly charged you not to teach in this name, yet
here you have filled Jerusalem with your teaching, and you intend to bring this man’s blood
upon us.” But Peter and the apostles answered, “We must obey God rather than men. The
God of our fathers raised Jesus, whom you killed by hanging Him on a tree. God exalted Him
at His right hand as Leader and Savior, to give repentance to Israel and forgiveness of sins.
And we are witnesses to these things, and so is the Holy Spirit, whom God has given to those
who obey Him.”

Ephesians 4:11-14 And He gave the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, the shepherds
and teachers, to equip the saints for the work of ministry, for building up the body of Christ,
until we all attain to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to mature
manhood, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ, so that we may no longer be
children, tossed to and fro by the waves and carried about by every wind of doctrine, by
human cunning, by craftiness in deceitful schemes.

Romans 10:8-17 But what does it say? “The word is near you, in your mouth and in your
heart” (that is, the word of faith that we proclaim); because, if you confess with your mouth
that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be
saved. For with the heart one believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confesses and
is saved. For the Scripture says, “Everyone who believes in Him will not be put to shame.” For
there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; for the same Lord is Lord of all, bestowing His
riches on all who call on Him. For “everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.”
How then will they call on Him in whom they have not believed? And how are they to believe
in Him of whom they have never heard? And how are they to hear without someone
preaching? And how are they to preach unless they are sent? As it is written, “"How beautiful



are the feet of those who preach the good news!” But they have not all obeyed the gospel.
For Isaiah says, “Lord, who has believed what he has heard from us?” So faith comes from
hearing, and hearing through the word of Christ.”

Acts 2:38 And Peter said to them, “Repent and be baptized every one of you in the name of
Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.”

1 Peter 5:8 Be sober-minded; be watchful. Your adversary the devil prowls around like a
roaring lion, seeking someone to devour.

Ephesians 6:10-13 Finally, be strong in the Lord and in the strength of His might. Put on the
whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the schemes of the devil. For we
do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against
the cosmic powers over this present darkness, against the spiritual forces of evil in the
heavenly places. Therefore take up the whole armor of God, that you may be able to
withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand firm.”
